January 25, 2009 
The Reverend Brian W. Winter, Rector, Presiding 

�
1. CALL TO ORDER AND OPENING PRAYER  
 A. The annual meeting was called to order by Father Brian Winter at 11:37 am  
 B. Opening Prayer – Father Winter  
  
2. ORGANIZATION  
A. The meeting agenda was presented to members.  Gary Swanson moved to adopt the agenda, 
and Henry Gerard seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.      
B. Father Winter called for a motion to approve the minutes for the January 27, 2008, Annual 
Meeting.  Don Jones moved to accept the minutes, and Joyce King seconded the motion.  The 
minutes were approved as distributed.  
  
3. ELECTIONS  
A. Father Winter asked the congregation to refer to the Candidate Bios from the Nominating 
Committee included in the Annual Meeting packet.  He highlighted that Joe Allotta, Debra 
Kincaid, and John Kisner were being nominated for 3-year terms, and Marge Hardison was being 
nominated for a one-year term owning to a resignation on the Vestry in 2008.  Miriam Stucker 
moved to accept the nominees from the Nominating Committee, and Don Jones seconded the 
motion.  The motion carried.  Father Winter called for nominations from the floor.  Don Smiset 
moved to close the nominations, and Franklin Halasz seconded the motion.  The motion carried 
unanimously.  The election of the convocation delegates was temporarily tabled until after the 
vote on the proposed changes to the bylaws.    
  
Joe Allotta, Debra Kincaid, and John Kisner were elected for three-year terms on the Vestry.  
Marge Hardison was elected to a one-year term on the Vestry.  
      
4. BYLAWS COMMITTEE – VOTE ON PROPOSED CHANGES   
A. Rich Simpson reviewed the recommended changes to the Bylaws included in the Annual 
Meeting packet and advertised in the bulletin.  Don Jones moved to amend Section 2.4, Special 
Parish Meetings, as stated in the Bylaws Committee Report, and Don Smiset seconded the 
motion.  There was significant discussion as to whether amending Section 2.4 to no longer 
require notice be posted in both the newsletter and the bulletin would allow for more flexibility, 
or whether it would result in the potential for less notice about special meetings.  Father Winter 
called for a vote on the proposed amendment to Section 2.4, and the motion failed with less than 
a two-thirds majority (~35 in favor and ~28 opposed).    
  
Mr. Simpson moved to amend Section 3.10, Parish Delegates and Alternates, as stated in the 
Bylaws Committee Report, and Bernice Dicks seconded the motion.  John Conn moved to 
amend the motion to include the word “elected” in front of alternate in the last sentence of the 
section.  Don Jones seconded the amended motion.  There was discussion as to whether this 
section of the Bylaws should be further amended to clarify how additional alternates would be 
sought if none of the elected alternates were able to fill a delegate vacancy to convocation.  This

issue will be reviewed by the Bylaws Committee for next year’s Annual Meeting.  Father Winter 
called for a vote on the proposed amended motion, which carried with more than two-thirds vote.  
Father Winter then called for a vote on the modification to Section 3.10 of the Bylaws, which 
carried unanimously.  
  
Don Jones moved that the amendments passed today be incorporated into a Forth Amended and 
Restated Bylaws.  The motion passed unanimously.     
  
5. ELECTIONS CON’T.  
B. Father Winter reviewed the list of convocation delegates and alternate in the Annual Meeting 
packet.  He called for nominations from the floor.  The convocation delegates and alternate, 
presented in the Annual Meeting packet, were elected unanimously.  
  
Carolyn Waller was elected as a Deanery Delegate for St. Chad’s, and Kitsie Hilaire was elected 
an Alternate.  
  
6. RECOGNITION OF RETIRING VESTRY MEMBERS AND OTHERS  
A. Merri Jean Jones reported St. Chad’s had a busy and successful year.  She recognized out-
going Vestry Members and Parish Officers including Phyllis Boyadjian, Chuck Wernle, Sally 
Bowler-Hill, Hal DeHoff (not present), and Pam Elkin (not present).  She presented the group 
with thank you gifts.  
  
 7. CLERGY REPORT  
A. Father Winter referred to the Clergy Report in the Annual Meeting packet.  He thanked the 
congregation for their hard work and dedication and reviewed some of St. Chad’s major 
activities in 2008.  
  
8. TREASURER’S REPORT  
A. Before reviewing the Treasurer’s Report, Paul Ballmer pointed out an error on the Historical 
Balance Sheets 2004-2008 regarding the undesignated reserve.  Rich Simpson pointed out an 
additional error on the sheets.  Mr. Ballmer will submit a corrected balance sheet.  Mr. Ballmer 
then reviewed the Treasurer’s Report for January 2009 and Historical Balance Sheets 2004-2008.  
There was discussion about how the advance paid pledges were documented in the balance sheet 
as well as how and when the various restricted funds are designated.      
  
B. Mr. Ballmer reviewed the Proposed St. Chad’s Budget for 2009 included in the meeting 
packet.  He thanked the members of the new Finance Committee, who assisted in putting 
together the budget.  Mr. Ballmer highlighted that while in 2008 contingency reserves were 
transferred to the Building Fund, in 2009 he was proposing to include contingency reserves in 
the operating budget to balance it without making significant cuts to the budget overall.  Don 
Smiset moved to approve the Proposed St. Chad’s Budget for 2009 as submitted, and Bernice 
Dicks seconded the motion.  There was discussion over whether using the contingency reserve to 
balance the budget was a good idea.  Mr. Ballmer clarified that he is asking the Vestry to relook 
at the budget in June to see if the trend toward a smaller operating budget will continue.  He and 
Debra Kincaid also reviewed the decrease in pledges and pledging units for 2009.  Father Winter 
called for a vote on the motion to accept the proposed budget, which passed unanimously.    
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9. BUILDING COMMITTEE REPORT  
A. Bob Gough reviewed the Building Committee’s efforts during 2008 as well as the efforts that 
lead to the project’s suspension in the latter part of the year.  He highlighted that St. Chad’s is 
still accepting donations toward the Building Fund.  He asked the congregation to pray about the 
project and think about what programs can be implemented to retain new members while the 
project is suspended.  Mr. Gough also thanked the members of the Building Committee for their 
work on the project.  There was discussion about how long the Building Project would be 
suspended and what mechanisms (e.g. special meetings, etc.) the Vestry might use to determine 
when and how to reactivate the project.    
  
10. VESTRY COMMITTEE REPORTS  
A. Father Winter asked Vestry members for any additions to their committee reports as printed in 
the Annual Meeting packet.    
B. Chuck Wernle thanked the members of the Building and Grounds Committee, especially 
highlighting the hard work of Rich Simpson, Bo Keith, and John Conn (ex officio member).  
  
11. OTHER GROUP REPORTS  
A. Betty Kopke thanked the congregation for their continued help and support for Project Share.  
B. John Conn thanked the committees who help put on the breakfasts every other week.  He also 
recognized his breakfast team with token gifts of appreciation.  
C. Eileen Simpson, President of St. Chad’s Foundation, announced the 2009 Spring Fever Fest 
was scheduled for Saturday, April 18th.  
  
12. OLD BUSINESS  
  
13. NEW BUSINESS  
  
14. ANNOUNCEMENTS  
A. Father Winter announced the 2010 Annual Meeting would take place the Sunday before 
Super Bowl Sunday.  
B. Don Smiset asked the congregation for help putting away the chairs and tables after the 
meeting.  
  
15. FOR THE GOOD OF THE ORDER  
A. Father Winter announced a group of parishioners helped Bea Downs move into her new home 
yesterday, recognition of the dedication and spirit of St. Chad’s.  
  
16. BLESSING AND ADJOURNMENT  
A. The attendees closed the meeting with The Lord’s Prayer.   
B. The meeting adjourned at 1:10 pm.

The above words are from Moses to the Israelites as they prepare to cross over to the Promised 
Land.  It is a quote that sticks out for me as I reflect on the past year at St. Chad’s.  We have 
accomplished a lot, have grown a lot, and have experienced some wonderful things.  The year 
was not always easy, but it was always God-filled, Sprit-filled, and full of community and love.  
What a wonderful year!  
 
We were able to walk with our Assisting Bishop William Frey at our Spring Parish Retreat, we 
planned, we scraped, we aligned, and then we were able to walk with Wesley Hutchinson as he 
completed his Eagle Scout Project, our new Labyrinth.  We also were able to walk with and 
celebrate with our Seminarian Jan Hosea as she was ordained into the Transitional Deaconate.  
What a great celebration that was, and now we look forward to her priestly ordination.  We also 
walked with the people of the Diocese of Navajoland as we journeyed with participants from the 
Cathedral on a work project to St. Mary’s of the Moonlight in Oljato, Utah.  That was a dusty 
and sweaty walk as we helped repair retaining walls, cleaned out the dirt and dust at the church 
and mission house, and helped homeowners with additions to their homes.

Part of our journey of faith in 2009 was our journey towards our new 11:15 am service, which 
now seems to have a good following of about 20 people on an average Sunday.  While none of 
those 20 people are new to the parish, it has opened up room at the 10 am service, allowing more 
space for the newcomers that attend that service. It was a journey trying to figure out the timing 
and how the service would be structured, but I think having the “Said service” as our last service 
of the day, rather than at 8am, is a wonderful way to close out a full morning of worship.  
 
My work and ministry at the Diocese has been a walk with Christ as well, many times wanting to 
be afraid and even terrified, but that too has been full of the Spirit, and a very interesting journey.  
As I write this letter, we are only days away from the Standing Committee announcing the 
candidates for our next Bishop.  We will have some time of discernment and time to meet the 
candidates shortly after Easter and then our elections will be on April 24, 2010.  I would ask you 
all to continue to keep this process and the candidates in your prayers.  Pray for discerning hearts 
and an openness to the Holy Sprit rather than politics.  It is our hope that this will be a spiritual 
exercise of discernment rather than a political process of campaigning.  I for one am very 
hopeful and excited for this election.  
 
There is so much more that has happened in 2009.  Just look around on a Sunday morning and 
see all the kids and youth filling the classrooms and halls, see all the servers ministering at the 
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altar and filling our services with music and great liturgy, and all those beans that have been 
brought in to help the needy.  Can you believe that in one year we brought in over 5 tons of 
beans, either by bag or by donations?  What a blessing that is for this community.  
 
The vestry had to struggle this year with some hard decisions; I think one of the harder ones was 
in regards to the Family Cooperative Preschool that uses two of our classrooms during the school 
year.  As we have grown so has our need for space.  With the challenge budget and pledges we 
were able to budget for a quarter-time Associate Rector, and even in that it became clear that we 
need more room as we looked for an office for that position.  So after a lot of discerning and 
space planning, we shared with the Preschool that we would need to start using some of that 
space.  As it stands now they are looking at downsizing their classes, use one room for the 2010-
2011 school year, and then in June of 2011 find another location for their school.  They have 
been with us for a long time and this was a very hard decision.  However, it became clear that we 
can only do so much with the current building and we need more office space as well as more 
classroom space with our continued growth.  Please keep the preschool in your prayers as they 
discern their future.  
 
I know I have said this many times, and maybe in each of my year-end reports, but it continues 
to be a great honor and privilege to serve as your Rector.  As people have asked me from time to 
time about other positions I keep coming back to the same story, “but it is so good here and we 
still have lots of work to do…and we are doing it.”  Yes, we are doing God’s work in a 
wonderful way here and it is a blessing to be a part of it.  Thank you all so very much.  
 
As we walk forward into 2010, may we know the power of the Holy Spirit, may we remember 
Moses’ words to the Israelites, and may we trust that God is not only leading us in this journey, 
but walking beside us as well…

TREASURER’S REPORT FOR JANUARY 2010 
�

�
2009 was certainly an interesting year with much uncertainty and ups and downs in the economy.  
Fortunately the year ended much better than it began financially.  This has also been true for the 
church. 
 
Our investment accounts experienced losses and gains throughout the year but made significant 
gains by the end of the year.  The value of our Fidelity account went overall from $289,774 at 
the beginning of 2009 to $309,316 as of December 31st.   
 
Overall 2009 was a good year and we were able to do some things that may be a little more 
difficult in 2010.  The Finance Committee recommended and the Vestry agreed to our taking 
$25,000 and buying another Certificate of Deposit.  Unfortunately the rate wasn’t as good but 
with the stock market still experiencing ups and downs we felt it was best to go that route until 
we can be sure things are on a more permanent upswing. 
 
As you can see from the Historical Balance Sheets, we ended 2009 with considerably more 
liquid assets than previous years.  Most of that is for the Building Fund and reserved for that 
purpose.  
 
The 2010 budget is significantly higher than 2009 as a result of your giving, and we hope to 
employee an assistant clergy person this year on a part-time basis. 
 
We all hope that things will continue to get even better this year. 
 
I welcome any questions you may have and look forward to serving you as your treasurer in

ST. CHAD’S BUILDING COMMITTEE  
�
 
During 2008 a series of small group meetings of parishioners confirmed that the lion’s share of 
St. Chad’s parishioners wanted to build a new, larger sanctuary – not simply because they want a 
grander sanctuary, but because they believe that is the best way to accommodate the wonderful 
growth that continues at St. Chad's, and to expand our ministries and further our attempts to do 
God’s work.   
 
Also during that year, however, the financial and psychological environment in which the 
Building Program operated darkened to the point that the Building Committee and the Vestry 
concluded that it would be better to temporarily suspend the Building Program than to add to the 
economic pressures on parishioners by asking for new or increased pledges to support the 
expansion of our facilities. 
 
During 2009 the Building Committee invited a half dozen parish experts, not members of BC3, 
to provide their perspectives on whether the environment had improved to the point where the 
Building Program could responsibly and successfully be resumed.  We unanimously concluded 
that the time was not yet right and that we should wait a while for further improvement.   
 
Although the St. Chad's Building Program was suspended during 2009, I am pleased to report 
that many who had made pledges to the Building Program continued to make contributions, 
totaling $38,000, toward their pledges.  An additional $9,000 was received in non-pledges, 
including $4,500 which comprised the net proceeds from St. Chad's Foundation's Spring Fever 
Fest.  Thus, the Building Fund grew by almost $47,000 during 2009, bringing the current balance 
to almost $295,000.  You, too, may wish to continue contributing toward your pledge or wait 
until the Building Program is restarted. 
 
During 2010 the Building Committee will review the economic and financial environment again, 
as well as await a Vestry decision that conditions again allow St. Chad's long-term strategic plan 
to accord top priority and funding to the near-term resumption of the Building Program.  When 
those conditions converge, the Building Committee will resume St. Chad's Building Program 
with vision, enthusiasm, vigor, and prayer in order to fulfill parishioners' dreams.  
 
Until then we hope that all parishioners will join with the parish leadership in continuing to 
welcome new members to our parish family and to incorporate them in our fellowship, worship, 
programs, and outreach that have been the hallmarks of St. Chad’s corporate, Christian life. 
 
With much gratitude for outstanding past service – and optimism for the resumption of St. 
Chad's Building Program before too long – I thank BC3 members:  Paul Apodaca, Susan Carson, 
Merri Jean Jones, John Kaltenbach, Bo Keith, Debra Kincaid, Jan Kingsbury, Rich Lehoucq, 
Eileen Simpson, Rich Simpson, and Father Brian Winter.  Their nametags will continue to bear 
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the green Building Committee identifier, so I encourage you to continue to share your thoughts 
with them – and to pray for God’s guidance on when to resume the Building Program.

SENIOR WARDEN REPORT 
�

The new labyrinth that was built as an eagle project by one of the boy scouts, with the help of his 
troop which is sponsored by St. Chad's, is quite symbolic of this year for our congregation.  The 
dictionary defines a labyrinth as an intricate structure of interconnecting passages through which 
it is difficult to find one's way.  In many ways that is exactly what this year of economic 
challenges has been for our country as a whole and St. Chad's is no exception.  The difference is 
that a spiritual labyrinth, as defined by experts at Grace Cathedral, "has only one path so there 
are no tricks to it and no dead ends. The path winds throughout and becomes a mirror for where 
we are in our lives."  We continue to be blessed with energetic growth, which helps us to remain 
vibrant in our efforts to show forth our love for our Lord. The realities of an uncertain national 
economy have challenged us to find creative ways to nurture our growth without the resources to 
expand our facilities, but those realities have not changed our vision of who we are and what we 
are about as a congregation in faith with our loving Lord. It has been a true pleasure to work with 
the committed team that has comprised your Vestry this year to follow the spiritual path down 
which the Lord leads us. 
 
Christian Education for adults and for our children has been a rich experience that has been 
expanded to nurture the spiritual journey for each of us.  Opportunities for fellowship have 
brought us closer as a community and our outreach funds and service have had a significant 
impact on our surrounding community.  Pastoral Care has been lovingly expanded by our clergy 
and by several members of our laity.  A shrinking economy did not mean that our vision for 
service in the name of the Lord was shrinking.  Our membership committee continues to reach 
out to our visitors and to our surrounding community with the generosity and "open arms" for 
which St. Chad's has become known. 
 
St. Chad's took two bold steps this year to meet the challenges of a growing Congregation.  The 
first was the decision that the Vestry made to add a third service to help create more worship 
options and to create more space for worshippers.  This third service at 11:15 a.m. is a quiet, 
contemplative service that is rich in our liturgy.  The second was the decision to add a second 
clergy person to our professional staff.  This was truly a bold decision in a year of economic 
challenges and one that was based in a faith in the abundance provided by our Lord.  The 
congregation has shared that faith as it made pledge commitments to support and provide the 
resources to achieve that goal.  Extraordinary! 
 
It is my joy to thank your Vestry leaders, Carl Henry, Joe and Liz Allotta, David Berkey, Susan 
Carson, Marge Hardison, Nancy Hoing, Debra Kincaid, and John Kisner.  They have been a true 
blessing to this congregation. 
 
I pray for a new year of continued courage and faith in the Vision of the Lord for St. Chad's.

The Building and Grounds Committee members during the year were:  Homer Dale, Bo Keith, 
Rich Simpson, Bob Sneed, and Chuck Wernle.   
 
We purchased 52 new padded folding chairs to increase the number of chairs and replace the all-
metal chairs.  We contracted cleaning of those original padded chairs needing it.  
 
We have had several water issues this year.  There was a break in the main supply line near the 
pump house and we had problems with the chlorinator jamming.  Beginning in December 2009 
we will need to keep a log of our chlorine tests.  Some electrical maintenance was required for 
the water pump.  Water samples were collected quarterly by Water Systems Management.  
Reports show that the E. coli and Total Coliform were both absent for the year.  We have been 
asked to investigate a connection to a municipal water supply but have not progressed on this 
yet.   
 
A big thank you to the Brotherhood of St. Andrew and John Conn who textured and painted the 
choir room walls.   As we have had extra expenses this year, this was a very welcome money-
saving help. 
 
We were concerned about the cracks in the parking lot with winter coming and contracted to 
have them filled.   
 
We had Andy Lugo strip and wax the Commons floor and the floors in the men’s and women’s 
restrooms which was a nice improvement.  We also had a Spring Cleanup in March and a Fall 
Cleanup in October.  Thanks very much to the parishioners who participated in helping keep St. 
Chad’s looking nice. 
 
The fire extinguishers were inspected and one outdated extinguisher was replaced.  
 
In March we had the parapets on the building repaired.  We have had a few roof leaks that we 
have been fighting.  We have had a few roof leaks to address this year.  These were repaired with 
tar and sealer.  Committee members also put a new coating on the roof over the foyer. 
 
We continued to review and approve building-use requests during the year.  
 
As Junior Warden, in addition to support at St. Chad’s, I participated in three Deanery Meetings 
and a Diocese of the Rio Grande Convocation in El Paso, TX.  I also attended the Vestry Retreat 
January 30-February 1, 2009 and all Vestry meetings.  
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Members of the Committee have continued to address items such as burned out lights, 
maintaining supplies, mowing the grass, getting the trashcans out for pickup, etc.   We also 
prepared Breakfasts on our assigned Sundays.  Thanks very much to the dedicated members of 
Building & Grounds Committee.

FELLOWSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT

�
The Fellowship Committee is responsible for the social events of the Church.  It promotes 
opportunities for warmth and caring to our parishioners, which is such an integral part of our 
lives at St. Chad's in order for us to get to know and love one another better in the Name of the 
Lord.  The Fellowship committee has planned and carried out many activities throughout the 
year. 
 
Foyer Groups – In addition to the “special/seasonal” activities throughout the year the 
Fellowship committee coordinated winter/spring and summer/fall Foyer Groups.  Foyer Groups 
are opportunities for small groups of 6-8 people to join together once a month for a simple meal 
and relaxed conversation.  Foyer Groups originated at Coventry and the Provost of Coventry 
follows this model:  “When they come to my house, they get bread and cheese, a bottle of beer 
and a pickled onion ... a perfectly balanced diet.”

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St. Chad’s Membership Committee works at both retaining existing parishioners and attracting 
new members.  Current members of the committee are Emil and Virginia Dieterich, Hal and 
Barbara DeHoff, Bob and Betty Kellam, John and Barbara Kisner, Peggy Owens, and Don 
Smiset.

Attendance – St. Chad’s average Sunday attendance experienced growth in 2009 as compared to 
2008.  In 2009 our average yearly Sunday attendance was 172, vs. 169 in 2008, or just under a 
2% increase.  The chart below plots average Sunday attendance for the period 2001 – 2009. 
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Greeters – We want to thank everyone who volunteers to work as greeters for Sunday, and other 
special services.  Newcomers to our church often comment about how welcome they are made to 
feel, thank you for your good works.  We can always use additional volunteers in this area.  It’s 
quite simple to do, and you will likely find it very rewarding.  Contact Peggy Owens of the 
committee to volunteer. 
 
Nametags – Beautiful Nametags (so we can meet and greet each other on a first name basis) are 
provided and maintained for regular attendees.  We continue to be thankful to Jean Gough and 
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her team of talented folks who produce and maintain the name tags.  The need for initial and 
replacement nametags is coordinated between the Church office and Jean.  If you are good with a 
needle and thread talk with Jean; volunteers are welcome. 
 
Advertising – St. Chad’s was advertised on Eldorado High School t- shirts.  We placed regular 
ads in the Placitas newspaper (Sandoval Signpost) and in the Homeowners Association 
Newsletters for Sandia Heights, High Desert, Tanoan, and Tanoan East.  We also placed ads in 
the Albuquerque Journals Easter and Christmas Special Worship page editions.  In addition we 
are placing signs out on Tramway each Sunday.  Thanks to all our sign volunteers.  If you would 
like to be a sign volunteer contact Barbara Kisner and she will get you into a rotation to pick 
them up after services on Sunday.   
 
Mailings – Postcards and flyers were provided for parishioners to mail to their friends and 
neighbors and for posting around the community to invite folks to visit St. Chad’s for our annual 
Blessing of the Animals service. 
 
Transportation – We endeavor to provide rides to church of a short-term basis for those 
needing this assistance.  We really, really need to build our pool of potential rides.  If you could 
provide a ride to church occasionally please contact Don Smiset.   
 
On the issue of transportation, a unique opportunity has availed itself.  We have quite a few 
parishioners who are now residents at the same local retirement community (very close to 
church).  This is a permanent need and the numbers are more than one car can hold.  If you feel 
you might help with this need contact Don or the church office. 
 
Greeting Cards – Greeting Cards are made available on Sundays for parishioners to sign and 
are sent to members who have experienced a death in the family, had a hospitalization-surgery, 
etc.  These are triggered by e-mails from the church office typically as a “Request for Prayers”.  
Thank you for so willingly participating in this ministry, and to Bob Kellam who often makes the 
cards. 
 
Requests for Special Assistance (Angel Alerts) – Sometimes a Parish member needs some 
special assistance and we try and accommodate.  So many members of the Parish have 
volunteered their time and talents to this effort, ranging from rides to medical appointments to 
minor home repairs.  Thank you St. Chad’s for your willingness to help your fellow members.  
These requests are normally handled by contacting the church office and from time-to-time a 
Parish-wide e-mail alert is sent. 
 
Visitors/Newcomers – We have secured a supply of St. Chad’s coffee mugs and refrigerator 
magnets as gifts and remembrances we can provide to those visiting and considering our Church 
as their Church home.  Visitor information packets are maintained.  Newcomers are often 
welcomed with a jar of Prickly-pear Jelly (as available) made by our own Dr. Ed Johnson.  One 
of the committee’s Sunday breakfasts was dedicated to welcoming newcomers.  Also a 
wonderful newcomer’s party was hosted by the Schoenmann family.  Thanks to all and to each 
and every member who makes St. Chad’s a welcoming and friendly place.

It was 
a busy year for Stewardship as it expanded its horizons. 
 
Stewardship focused on more than the annual pledge drive by having speakers address the adult Christian 
Education class concerning water conservation and types of plants one should consider for xeriscaping.  
Gunnar and Dani Mutz coordinated with the Youth Group and built a “recycling depository center” to 
encourage the congregation to bring used aluminum cans, light bulbs, batteries and phones to St. Chad’s for 
recycling.  This is helping our environment and the proceeds from recycling are being given to the Youth 
Group for their activities.  An End-of Life-Series was held during September and October to provide 
information to parishioners to assist them in making wise decisions in several areas.   
 
The annual pledge drive consisted of two aspects. After the Vestry developed an ambitious challenge budget, 
which included funding for an assistant clergy person, the Stewardship Ministry presented to the parish 
information concerning the monetary funds needed to continue the spiritual and physical growth of St.

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It has been my pleasure to chair the Worship Committee in 2009.  Members of the committee include Father 
Brian Winter, Deacon Al Ruth, Deacon Jan Hosea, Leslie Lundberg, and the chairs of the subcommittees 
involved in our worship services:  Jan Kingsbury (Altar Guild), Don Smiset (ushers), Joyce King (altar 
servers), and David Berkey (acolytes).

In August the group outlined plans for 
a third service, and, in conjunction with Christian Education, developed a survey for the congregation to 
determine the best timing for the service.  With the information gathered from the survey, the third service 
officially started on the first Sunday of Advent at 11:15 am.  The first and second services continue at the 
same time, with music during both services.  The third service is a spoken service and the attendance at this 
service has averaged 15-20 since its inception.  The Worship Committee will continue to review the progress 
of the third service and make adjustments as necessary. 
 
The Renewal and Evangelism subcommittee became part of the Worship Committee late in 2009.  As part of 
the mission to deepen the spiritual growth of St. Chad’s members, the Committee undertook a Lenten 
meditation booklet project which will be used for the 2010 Lenten season.  Brief meditations by members of 
the congregation will be included in a booklet for all members of St. Chad’s to use during the Lenten season. 
 
The committee, with the help of the Altar Guild and Breakfast Brigade buddies, hosted three breakfasts 
during the year.

During 2009 St. Chad’s choir was present at 48 services, leading congregational hymns and service 
music, in addition to sharing anthems and communion musical meditations.
