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Winter Words  

We invite you, therefore, in the name of 
the Church, to the observance of a holy 
Lent, by self-examination and repen-
tance; by prayer, fasting, and self-
denial; and by reading and meditating 
on God’s holy Word. 

 
The above words come from the Ash Wednesday 
service in the Book of Common Prayer, and I share 
these with you today as we enter our second week in 
Lent.  In looking at ways to read and meditate on 
God’s holy Word, I do invite you to use our Lenten 
Meditation Booklet for the parish.  If you have not 
taken one yet, we have more here at the church, and 
it can also be found on our website: 
www.stcahadsabq.org.  This is a true gift for us all.  
I have been using it since Ash Wednesday and even 
though we are only five days or so into Lent, this 
booklet has been a real gift to me.  
 
It is great to be able to read through the listed scrip-
tures and then to have the chance to hear different 
voices from around our parish reflect on those read-
ings and to see where those reflections/meditations 
have led my mind and thought for the day.  What, at 
times, I have thought to be a very random thought or 
reflection has become a very profound insight for 
me.  I read a lot of reflections and meditations on the 
Scripture as I prepare for my sermons each week and 
I must say, these will stand up against any of those 
any day.  What a wonderful community we have 
around us, very thoughtful and insightful.  I want to 
thank everyone who has taken the time out of their 
busy schedule to write these and also encourage  
everyone at St. Chad’s to look over these for the next 
few weeks and use this wonderful booklet to help 
you in your Lenten devotions.  If you have not 
started that yet, no problem, pick up a copy or go 
online and start with the reading for the day, then 
take a few moments to read the mediation and hold 
those words with you throughout the day.

It is Lent.  It is a Holy time, a penitential time, a 
time for self reflection.  It is a time for adding and 
subtracting things from our lives in order to get 
closer to God.  How we choose to invest in these 
forty days is a very personal decision.  It is not in-
consequential that 40 days (or forty years) shows 
up in Scripture at opportune times.  The forty days 
of Lent are certainly an opportunity for each of us. 
 
Psalm 43 is one that tugs at my heart.  It is sort of 
like having a conversation with myself – you know 
– the one with the devil on one shoulder and the 
angel on the other?  When “my soul is heavy or 
disquieted,” it is to this psalm I turn.  I sincerely 
pray that each of you find a time to quiet yourself 
from all the business of life and, “…put your trust 
in the Lord.”  In order to find that trust, let your 
soul wait in silence knowing that you may not hear  

God speaking to you right off — it takes work and 
patience.  God will send out His “…light and truth 
and lead you to His Holy hill and his dwelling 
place.”

Prepaid 
pledges are currently shown in a designated  
account and will be entered into the general fund 
during February when a new bank account is to be 
opened. A charitable contribution of $1,500.00  
received will be used to renovate the preschool 
classroom for use as office space for the clergy. 
 
Strategic Planning Committee 
 

The Vestry decided to reactivate the Strategic 
Planning Committee, which traditionally is  

comprised of former Senior Wardens. The Vestry 
will discuss this further at its annual retreat the last 
weekend of February and hopes to provide a 
charge and time frame for the  
Committee. 
 
Building & Grounds 
 

The Building & Grounds committee is continuing to 
investigate the possibility of hooking St. Chad’s into 
the local water system. They are gathering further 
information regarding the overall cost, advantages 
and disadvantages, and whether or not it is neces-
sary to do so at this time. They are also pursuing the 
possibility of forming a landscaping committee to 
assess and ensure that St. Chad’s grounds are main-
tained and improved. If you would be interested in 
serving on a landscape committee, please contact 
one of the committee members.
