Old Business 
 

Action Tracking System  
All items for the first quarter have been completed or are 
in progress.

Ordination of Jan Hosea 
Plans are moving forward for the Ordination to the 
Priesthood of Jan Hosea on September 25th at 11 am. 
The ceremony will take place at the Cathedral with  
Leslie Lundberg playing the organ and our own St.

Building Program 
Bob Gough and Rich Simpson, members of the Building 
Committee, reported to the Vestry, giving a brief history 
of the building program and reiterating the need for  
adequate space to sustain St. Chad’s growth.  Even 
though St. Chad’s has instituted several of the early 
Building Committee’s suggestions such as adding a third 
service and hiring a part-time clergy, these should be 
viewed as interim measures only and not the answers to 
a lack of space.  Our classroom, office, restroom, and 
common spaces remain inadequate for many of our  
activities.  The Building Committee will continue to 
meet periodically to assess the economic climate in 
hopes of resuming the program.  Pledges and donations 
to the building fund are still being accepted and the  
balance in the fund is currently at $314,737. 
 
New Business 
 

Treasurer’s Report 
Paul Ballmer reviewed the Treasurer’s Report with the 
Vestry as of 3/31/10.   He reported actual revenue year to 
date of $75,098 (versus budgeted $88,687) and actual 
expenses of $78,338 (versus budgeted $88,687),  
resulting in a shortfall for the first quarter of $3,240.  
The carryover funds from 2009 have been allocated to 
the designated and reserve funds as discussed and voted 
at the March meeting.  Cindy Frost will be joining Paul  

Ballmer in sharing the treasurer duties.  Thank you to 
Cindy for volunteering for this important position. 
 

Stewardship Committee 
The Stewardship Committee is planning on a new Time 
and Talent Pledge Campaign beginning on April 25th. 
Even though the committee conducted a drive in the fall, 
the intention is to separate time and talent pledging from 
financial pledging which will still occur in the fall.  All 
parishioners will be asked to complete a new time and 
talent pledge card even though they may have returned 
on during the fall campaign; on the reverse side of the 
pledge card will be a description of various ministries in 
which parishioners can become involved.  During this 
pledge drive, there will be a special time and talent 
pledge form for children and teens.  Completed Time 
and Talent Pledge forms will be collected on Pentecost,  
May 23rd. 
 

Vestry Retreat Goals 
Some of the goals set by the Vestry at their annual 
retreat in February have already been accomplished or 
are being addressed.  Among those are improving  
janitorial service, inviting the Building Committee to 
present an update to the Vestry, involving the youth in 
the time and talent pledge process, improving the  
children’s Easter egg hunt, continuing to support Project 
Share at current levels, exploring possible solutions to 
the problem of providing transportation to and from 
worship services for those members who cannot drive 
themselves, readjusting our interior space to accommo-
date our new part-time clergy, separating the financial 
duties and responsibilities between two people, and  
updating the website and creating a Facebook page for 
St. Chad’s.  These and all the goals from the Vestry  
Retreat can be found in the Vestry meeting packet from 
the March  9, 2010, meeting in the office.  The Vestry 
and the individual ministries will continue to use these 
goals as guidelines in their planning during the  
remainder of this year.
